CALL TO ORDER/PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

REVIEW/APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes from the August 25, 2016 meeting were approved.

DEP GRANT PROCESS 
Ms. Bernabeo and Mr. Holtman discussed interest in pursuing a DEP grant either for a water quality monitoring project or possibly restoration/development of an Audubon Birdtown habitat garden at Wayne Elementary that was recently removed due to building construction. The first step will be a letter of intent to the DEP outlining the project(s) we want to pursue.

We aren’t going to pursue it as a priority issue. We would be happy to discuss the issue further if needed. Any type of dam removal has to be overseen by the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection, and we’re not experts in that.
